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THE BIBLE - “THE BOOK”

Every book has its value. Most of them, transitory value — for its time and for its
generation. Scientific and technological books are sometimes outdated even before they are
published. Some are stored in large libraries or museums, due to the author’s historical
importance, or else because they provide relevant information for a time, a people, a
historical fact, a famous person etc.

The Bible, the Word of God (Heb. 4.12), stands out among other books for the following
reasons:

1. ITIS THE TRUTH
“...; your Word is the truth” (Jn. 17.17b)
} Historical (past): it contains the history of man and of the world, from its origin, in a
simple, intelligible and irrefutable manner (Ge. 1.1; Rev. 21.1).
¥ Prophetic (future): it contains prophecies which reveal, in general terms, the
development of History up until the end of time (1Ki. 8.56; Dt. 18.22).

2. CURRENT AND PERMANENT

..., but the Word of our God endures forever.” (Isa. 40.8b)

} The one who inspired it — God — is eternal; he knows the end from the beginning (Lk.
21.33; 2Ti. 3.16; 2Pe. 1.16-21; Ps. 119.89, 160).

F Because its text can be understood in the light of its original context, with guidance
from the Holy Spirit, and applied to every time and place (Lk. 24:27, 45).

b Because the relation MAN x MAN and MAN x GOD, doesn’t change in its essence
(Rev. 22.11; Ps. 55.19).

3. ITIS RELEVANT AND INDISPENSABLE
“Man shall not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of
God.” (Mt. 4.4b)
b It prepares us to live in the present time (2Ti. 3.16-17; Col. 3.16; Isa. 30.21).
¥ It guides us regarding the future (Ps. 25.12-13; 119.105; 2Pe. 1.19).
F It directs us to eternal life (Jn. 5.24, 39; 20.31; Ro. 10.17; 2Ti. 3.15).

4. IT IS A SOURCE OF LIFE AND PLEASURE
“I delight in your decrees; I will not neglect your word.” (Ps. 119.16)
} It unveils our inmost being (self-knowledge) (Heb. 4.12).
b It nurtures our mind, gives us wisdom (Knowledge) (Ps. 119.98-99, 130).
} Moulds our character; keeps us from evil (Pr. 6.20-23; Ps. 119.11).
P It is a defence weapon (Eph. 6.17; 2Co. 10.4).
¥ Brings life, joy, happiness and hope (Pr. 4.10; Jer. 15.16; Ro. 15.4).
